Living Medicine &, Autism

Autism Affects 1 in 150
Live Births, in the U.S.

This statistic is a staggering estimate by the U.S.
Centers for Disease Control. Autism is one of the fastest
growing epidemics in the United States. With no known
cure and little understanding in the area of causation, the
need for further research is paramount.

The Gladys Taylor McGarey Medical Foundation
in its vision for the future sees autism as one of the most
important challenges of the 21st century. Both the cure for
autism as well as enhancing the quality of life for these
children is our mission.

Dr. Joan Fallon’s ground-breaking research with
autism and other dysautonomic diseases, which are major
dysfunction of the autonomic (automatic) nervous system,
brings us great hope. She found what was missing in their
physical bodies and found a way to supply it to them. She
is able to support the autistic child in such a way as to
enable him/her to reconnect with our three-dimensional
world. They can then participate in the social aspects of
life around them.

Curemark, a pioneering research-driven
biotechnology company founded by Dr. Joan Fallon,
develops and markets innovative products to fulfill
needs in neurological medicine. The Curemark solution
for autism is based on the discovery that children with
Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) do not digest protein.
As a result, the availability and absorption of key amino
acids and other proteins is compromised. Curemark’s
patented biomarker has a simple test that measures protein
absorption.

Plays well with others 12% 38% 60%
Experience hyperactivity 85% 38% 19%

As we move forward into the future of medicine
and into the future where “living medicine” is the norm,
this type of solution can become the gold standard. A
solution with few if any side effects, that is safe and
efficacious based on a biomarker which directs treatment,
opens up a whole new aspect of living medicine.
